The UKSRL Surfboat Championship is scheduled to take place at Saunton Sands, N Devon on Saturday 5th August.

The North Devon Marketing Bureau has agreed to help us with distribution of press releases to their local and national press contacts to aid publicity for this event. 
A championship poster is due out in the near future and we will be sending these to surfboat crews, stillwater rowing clubs and international crews. There is also encouraging interest from an Australian contingent based in London.

The UKSRL Surfboat Championship will use a “Round Robin” pointscore system as used in the World Surfboat Championships with semi finals and finals races to decide the eventual winners and placegetters.

UKSRL Series Events 2006

This year the UKSRL agreed to conduct five series pointscoring events. 

It was also agreed at the November UKSRL General Meeting to implement a revised pointscore system for the five 2006 series events and the Novice Sweep event. This should make it easier for crews to calculate their pointscore and the points do not fluctuate depending upon how many surfboats participate in each race.
Each boat will receive 5pts when on the start line for a race (as before). Upon conclusion of a race the additional points will be calculated as follows:

1st 5pts,  2nd 3pts,  3rd 2pts,  4th 1pt,  5th 0pts,  6th 0pts
This points system will also be used to calculate the Novice Sweep pointscore.

Truro River Races

The two 10km river races are on the 9th and 22nd April. Truro River race starts at Mylor Harbour and finishes in the basin by Tesco’s. The Head of the River Race starts at Boscawen Park Truro and finishes at the Pandora Inn, Restronquet.
Junior Rowers and Novice Sweep Coaching

The UKSRL are to conduct two coaching days for Junior Rowers and Novice Sweeps. The first coaching day is on Saturday 20th May at Maenporth Beach, Falmouth. The second coaching day is scheduled for the 1st October at Saunton Sands. Should conditions prove unfavourable then there is the option of flat water nearby to ensure that coaching can progress. The UKSRL would like to encourage teenage boys and girls to have a go at rowing a surfboat. There is also a need to encourage individuals with rowing and surfing experience to have a go at sweeping a surfboat. Once bitten, there is nothing to compare to holding a 27ft surfboat straight as you drop down the face of a wave……………
